
French winemaker and famous wine consultant Michel Rolland has earned a reputation in Argentina and around 
the world for his ability to fi nd unique vineyard sites that can produce the highest quality grapes. The Marifl or vine-
yard has come to life based on a vision Michel and Dany had when they fi rst laid eyes on the Uco Valley’s rocky 
soil and dessert climate set against the Andes peaks.

The Marifl or vineyard, from which the grapes for all Marifl or wines are grown, spans 247 acres located on Michel 
Rolland’s 2,100 acre Clos de los Siete estate on the immense plain of Vista Flores in the Valle de Uco at the foot 
of the fabulous and impressive Cordillera in Argentina. Michel and his wife Dany, also an acclaimed winemaker, are 
personally in charge of the Marifl or portion of the estate, which lies along the western edge at its highest elevation 
(3300 feet), nearest the Andes. A majority of the vines, 148 acres, is dedicated to growing Cabernet Sauvignon, 
Syrah, Merlot and Cabernet Franc. Marifl or also grows Pinot Noir, Sauvignon Blanc and Petit Verdot.

Tasting Notes: One of the last born of the Marifl or range. Beau-
tiful, fairly deep colour with purple highlights. Characterised by 
aromatic fi nesse, fresh red fruit aromas and fl oral nuances. The 
same can be said for the palate: the perfect combination of fi -
nesse and elegance, balance, harmony and mouthfi lling texture, 
with a wonderful freshness. Cabernet Franc has a great future in 
Argentina. While already delicious now, it is worth ageing another 
fi ve to ten years, if not longer. - Michel Rolland
